The Costen House, the home of Dr. Isaac Costen, a physician and Pocomoke City’s first mayor, allows a glimpse into life in Pocomoke City between the 1870’s and the 1920’s. The house is a classic example of Victorian architecture with a unique collection of furniture and memorabilia from Dr. Costen’s day. In addition, the Hall-Walton Memorial Garden offers the experience of a nineteenth century garden. The Costen House was listed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1975.
